“Keeping the Promise Alive” or “Option #3 Recertification” certificate.

o Be registered on VIRTUS® Online and be Reading the VIRTUS® monthly bulletins.
¢ Be fingerprinted by the Archdiocese of Los Angeles
e Have Pastor’s or Principal’s permission

¢ Attend the Entire One-Day (No late arrivals or early departures)
