A Healthy Scrutiny of Programs 

 for Kids Helps Create 
 a Healthy Environment  

     It is not a best practice for a parent, guardian, em-

ployer, or manager to blindly trust everyone who works 

with children. Yet, paranoia of those who work with chil-

dren is also not a best practice. There is a healthy bal-

ance.  

     By regularly and frequently questioning the actions 

and motives of those who work with children, parents 

and other adults can audit the programs their children 

participate in and help keep caregivers accountable for 

their work. In this process, parents and other adults can 

create a constant fear of being caught in the mind of a 

perpetrator. By channeling this kind of healthy scrutiny 

and suspicion into accountability, adults can create an 

environment where children are protected, quality care is 

emulated, and abuse is not tolerated.

THE SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 

As we move towards the Ascension of Jesus to God the 
Father, we focus more and more on the Holy Spirit as the 
parting gift of Jesus.  In today's Gospel (from John 
14:15ff). Jesus promises:  "I will ask the Father and he 
will give you another Advocate to be with you always, 
the Spirit of truth...he remains with you and will be in 
you."  In today's First Reading from the Acts of the Apos-
tles we hear how the Apostles Peter and John pray over 
the people of Samaria that they might receive the Holy 
Spirit, laying hands on them  and so are instruments for 
the coming of the Holy Spirit.  In Baptism, in Confirma-
tion and very day of our lives the Holy Spirit comes to us 
with light, peace, strength, comfort help.  As we move 
towards the celebration of the Ascension of Jesus next 
Sunday and Pentecost the following Sunday, we can 
pray: "Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faith-
ful.  Fill us with light, wisdom, understanding, peace, 
forgiveness.  Bless the Church with unity of faith and 
bless our world with peace and love." 
 • On Monday, Memorial Day, we honor all who have 
died in the service of our country.  On this national holi-
day we will have Mass at Our Lady of Mount Carmel at 
7:45 AM.  The Parish Offices and School will be closed 
on Monday.  Msgr.  Richard Martini, Pastor of St. Jo-
seph's in Carpinteria, will offer Mass at 10:00 AM at 
Calvary Cemetery, 199 N. Hope Santa Barbara.  All are 
invited.   
 • A short Bible Study with Father Steve on the Letters of 
St. John continues on Monday from 10:30 AM to 12 
noon in the Parish Hall and on Wednesday from 7:00 to 
8:30 PM in the Spiritual Library in the School.  All are 
welcome.  Please bring your Bible. 
 • In the Western United States we now celebrate the 
Feast of the Ascension of the Lord on Sunday, June 1 this 
year rather than on Ascension Thursday.  Rome has 
granted permission for this so we can celebrate on Sun-
day all the elements of the Paschal Mystery of Christ: the 
life, death, resurrection and Ascension of the Lord.   
 • At the 10:00 AM Mass next Sunday we will have spe-
cial celebrations with the adults who have walked with 
us in the RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) on 
Tuesday evenings since last September.  Please pray for 
the four adults who will make their profession of faith 
and be received into the Catholic Church and who will 
receive Confirmation and First Holy Communion along 
with a Catholic adult who has been part of the RCIA 
process.  (Eight other Catholic adults received Confirma-
tion with sixteen teen Candidates last Sunday).  We ask 
your prayers for all involved in these celebrations.
